The installation Mass for Bishop Blase Cupich as sixth Bishop of Spokane was celebrated 
on September 3, 2010, at McCarthey Athletic Center on the campus of Gonzaga Univer-
sity. 
 
Approximately 6,000 people and over 30 bishops from throughout the United States at-
tended the Mass, including Archbishop Pietro Sambi, the Apostolic Nuncio to the United 
States. 
 
The Fourth Degree Color Corps (see photo) participated in the Mass and included Vice 
Supreme Master Wayne Hogan (blue), Master Karl Hadley and Former Masters Ed 
Mertens and Ron Fitzsimmons (gold), District Marshals Darrell Henn and Tom Sokol 
(green), 4 assembly Color Corps Commanders (purple), 13 Past Faithful Navigators 
(white), and 18 other sir knights (red). 
 
At the beginning of the Mass, after the entrance procession, Archbishop Sambi read the 
papal bull, the official hand-lettered document from Pope Benedict XVI appointing Bishop  

 
Cupich to the Spokane See. (The term ñbullò refers to the lead seal, or bulla, which is affixed to the document.) 
 
Seattleôs Archbishop Alex Brunett, as metropolitan archbishop of the Ecclesiastical Province of Washington State, led 
Bishop Cupich to the cathedra, or bishopôs chair. Archbishop Sambi presented the crosier, or bishopôs staff, to Bishop Cu-
pich. Bishop Cupich took his seat in the chair and the transfer of authority from Bishop Skylstad to Bishop Cupich was com-
plete. 
 
It has been more than 30 years since the Spokane Diocese has come together for such an occasion (since the ordination 
and installation of Bishop Lawrence Welsh in 1978). In the words of Bishop Skylstad, ñThis was a great day for the Church 
in Eastern Washington and a wonderful opportunity for Bishop Cupich to experience the warm generosity of our Catholic

MESSAGE 

My Brother Knights, this month Iôd like to high-

light one of the really great programs we have in 

our jurisdiction that you may consider implement-

ing in your area.  Itôs the K of C Hospital Equip-

ment Lend Program or KC-HELP.  

 

This program was initiated by Brother Jerry Rhoades of Richland 

Council 3307 in the Tri-Cities area a number of years ago, and is 

one of the most successful community service programs we have 

in the Tri-Cities area.  KC-HELP, which is run and maintained by 

volunteers from all of our local councils, provides standard hospi-

tal room equipment for people to use in their home, such as, hospi-

tal-type beds, over the bed tables, lift chairs, wheel chairs, bath and 

shower chairs, and portable bathroom equipment.   This program 

has helped a wide range of individuals in our area coming home 

from surgery, suffering from an injury or an illness that requires 

bed rest.  Volunteers in the program will deliver and set up equip-

ment, and assist people with moving and or disassemble furniture 

if needed.   

 

What are the costs???.... Nothing.  Yup, that's right. KC HELP 

provides this service to our local community free of obligation.   

There is no cost to anyone using this equipment.  All equipment 

provided is based on need.  Especially to those whose insurance 

coverage does not cover in-home rental.  If insurance coverage can 

cover some of the needed items, the program will try and supply 

the other things that are needed.  

 

This program not only helps member Knights, their families and 

local parishioners, but anyone in the Community that has a need 

and can't obtain it through their insurance.  Local knights work 

with our clients to keep the equipment in their homes as long as 

possible. Although we do accept donations, we do not expect nor 

do we ask our clients to make a donation.  

 

Over the years, the inventory of available equipment and resources 

has grown and is stored in 10 different locations.  If any equipment 

accidentally breaks or malfunctions, it can be fixed or replaced as 

soon as possible at no costs to our clients. Our clients can contact 

us through a number of local agencies that include Catholic Family 

and Child Services, our local parishes, and through word of mouth. 

Councils in a number of areas across the state have implemented 

this specific program or something similar.  If youôre interested in 

getting KC-HELP started in your area, please give me a call or 

send me a note and Iôll get you in contact with some of our dedi-

cated brothers involved in our program here in the Tri-Cities area.

General Liability Insurance Update 

 

There are still twelve councils who have not re-

sponded to my recent communications regarding 

the General Liability Insurance program.  At this 

time most councils have responded with their 

checks and affidavit forms choosing to participate 

in this important program.  As a reminder, this provides liability 

coverage for your councilôs activities at a spectacularly low rate of 

$1 per member.  It is very important to have this coverage because 

many parishes or other entities that your council will work with 

will require proof of coverage or additionally insured certificates 

before allowing your events.  For those councils that have not re-

sponded, please contact me immediately and get your payment in 

or to inform me if your council has other coverage.  If you cannot 

find the mailing with the form and amount owed, email me for a 

copy.  As a reminder, checks need to be made payable to Wash-

ington State Council and mailed to me at 1957 Marshall Ave, 

Richland, WA 99354.  Please donôt place your members in the 

embarrassing position of being unable to conduct a parish support 

activity or fundraiser because you cannot show that you have li-

ability insurance.

My Dear Brothers in Christ...Your URGENT ATTEN-

TION is needed! 

 

When was the last time you checked the Exemplifica-

tion Fund Report? Do you know if you have an amount 

outstanding? We are $3,043.50 in arrears! Please refer 

to the Exemplification Fund Chart on page 26. 

  

Only 47 councils are current and/or maintaining a credit 

balance in their respective Exemplification Fund ac-

counts which mean that we have 102 councils in ar-

rears. If we were a company attempting to provide a 

service, we would be bankrupt and no longer in busi-

ness. The State Secretary and I canôt fund the Degree 

Teams out of our pockets! We need your checks. 

 

It is time, my Brothers, that you also run your respec-

tive councils on a current basis, and if the State Secre-

tary does not see 102 checks within the next 14 days, I 

will assume the District Deputies will need to begin a 

remedial training program in Communication 101 and 

Bookkeeping 101.  

 

The State Deputy tells me to ñgetôer doneò and that 

will take some diligence on your part. I just canôt visu-

alize spending $44.88 for postage to tell you that you 

are in arrears. And remember too that you do not need a 

vote of your membership to pay this account. It is due 

and payable after each 1st Degree exemplification!

The Bishopôs Campaign has been on going now 

for more than one year, and 51 councils have re-

sponded.

They have received pledges from 37 councils making gift offerings 

to assist them in retiring the debt remaining on the Seminary 

Buildings, and 14 other councils have sent an acknowledgement 

with their prayers.  

 

The total gifts offered in a three year pledge by the 37 councilôs are 

$41,676.25, and the sum paid to date is $16,598.75.  If your coun-

cil is not listed below, I ask you to promptly acknowledge their 

request.

Two very important Church events took place during this past 

weekend (September 24th-26th) in our State. 

 

The first annual Northwest Catholic Men's Conference was held at 

St. Josephs Parish in Kennewick, beginning on Friday September 

24th, and ending the following day.  This event was organized and 

sponsored by Council 8179 of Kennewick.  The Conference fea-

tured presentations by Fr. Rory Pitstick, Theology Professor from 

Mt. Angel in Oregon, Bishop Robert J. Vasa from the Diocese of 

Baker in Oregon, and by renowned Catholic Apologist Jesse Ro-

mero from Los Angeles.  The Conference began on Friday evening 

with a Mass at St. Josephs Church, celebrated by Pastor Fr. Rich-

ard Sedlacek, followed by Fr. Pitstickôs presentation, titled 

ñVocation to Headshipò.  This program consisted of defining the 

vocation of family men and how they were an integral part of the 

Church.  Friday evening was wrapped up by praying the Chaplet to 

St. Joseph. 

 

On Saturday, Bishop Vasa gave a talk titled ñSt. Joseph, man of 

courageò.  This was followed by the recitation of the Rosary, and 

then by group discussions.  Then Mass was celebrated by Bishop 

Vasa.  Jesse Romero then gave the first of his presentations, titled 

ñChristian worldview vs. Secular Humanist worldviewò.  After 

lunch, Jesse gave his 2nd talk on ñStraight talk about Pornographyò.  

Exposition and Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament followed this.  

The day and Conference was completed when Jesse Romero gave 

his 3rd presentation ñSpiritual warriorðknow your allies, know 

your enemiesò.   

 

This was a very inspiring conference, and the 60 men who at-

tended got a good dose of true Catholic teaching.  Plans are al-

ready under way for next yearôs event. 

 

The second occurrence this past weekend was the Ordination of 20 

new deacons to the Church in a ceremony at Holy Family Parish in 

Yakima on Saturday, September 25th.  The 20 men are from 12 

different Parishes in the Yakima Diocese ranging from Chelan in 

the north part of the Diocese to White Salmon, in the Southeast 

corner.  It was the largest group of men ordained at one time, ei-

ther as Priests or Deacons, in the history of the Yakima Diocese.  

The Diocese developed itôs deacon program in the 1970ôs after the 

ministry was restored following the Second Vatican Council a dec-

ade earlier.  The Mass on Saturday filled the large church in west 

Yakima with family and friends of the new deacons, along with 

parishioners, deacons, and Priests.

For this process 

to be effective, it is imperative that the notification is accurate 

and timely and that the name and address of the next of kin is 

provided.  Also be sure to include the relation of the next of 

kin (e.g. son, wife, brother, etc.)   

 Notification of deaths may be transmitted to the State 

Secretary by sending a copy of Form 100 or any other form of 

written communication (e.g., by e-mail). Illness notices can also 

be transmitted via e-mail to the State Secretary. Information on 

Survivorôs Assistance and a Survivorsô Assistance checklist can 

be found in Section III-54 in the Grand Knightôs Handbook.

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I need to address some areas not only for the District Deputy but 

for the Grand Knights, Financial Secretaries and council members. 

Areas of concern as we go forward with another successful year in 

this jurisdiction are on the board. We just came off of one of the 

most successful years as a state council and in order to continue 

that momentum we need to pre-plan our course of action for the 

next three months and get ready for the regional to be held in Janu-

ary. The regionalôs get us ready for planning for the next six 

months but we arenôt at that point yet. However, we are at the 

point of planning for the regionalôs and I have asked for inputs on 

that from the District Deputies. 

 

Blitz ï District Deputies and Grand Knight need to coordinate 

their programs for either October or November and make the 50% 

goal by 31 December. 

 

Suspension ï Each District Deputy has been apprised of this prob-

lem which in lying just below the surface. We arenôt advocating 

mass drop of members by councils, but the systematic look-see at 

the problem and determining the best avenue of attack. I have of-

fered a plan to do this to each District Deputy but I feel there may 

be better ways to approach this and welcome everyone input on 

this. My feeling on this is that no council, bottom line should suf-

fer per capita problems because of past deficiencies in how the 

council was managed but should look at constructive way to solve 

the problem. Hate to say it, but sometimes suspension is the an-

swer to the problem and we have to accept that. We canôt feed the 

lion by continuing burying our head in the sand like an ostrich 

which a lot of members want us to do.

Exemplification Fund ï this fund is probably the most misunder-

stood of all the state programs but yet one of the most important in 

maintaining our growth of new members into the major degrees. It 

is also one of the most successful programs in terms of maintain-

ing our District Deputies on board and making it easier for them to 

function as leaders in their district not fund raisers to support de-

gree teams. 

 

To maintain the Fund, each candidate at his first degree exemplifi-

cation is asked to pay an initiation fee to the state council for an 

amount established by the council not to exceed the rules and by-

laws of the Order. The original fee was $10.00 but the state has set 

a $7.00 fee to support the Fund payable by the council from the 

new memberôs initiation fee. Note: the requirement for exemplifi-

cation fee is established by Supreme even though we request direct 

payment to the State Treasurer as a voluntary program. Remember 

the exemplification fund doesnôt belong to the council but is paid 

to pay to exemplify the new member throughout his degrees. Our 

jurisdiction uses this method to pay the degree team, you may not 

agree with it but it still establishes the format and bottom line, in 

the past many councils didnôt pay their degree fees for the major 

degree which resulted in the District Deputy shelling out of his 

own pocket to pay the degree team. This doesnôt happen any more 

and any council who voluntarily doesnôt pay the dues should re-

fund to the member his exemplification fee because they arenôt 

District Deputy Director Message abiding by the Good of the Order intent by which it was estab-

lished. 

 

The fund is established to pay for the expenses of the 3rd Degree 

team which is required to perform the initiation of candidates into 

the Third Degree of the Order (Fraternity).   

 

Each council is on an honor system as failure to pay the initiation 

fee will result in the fund itself to fold. The alternative then will be 

to revert back to the original system of each District Deputy paying 

the exemplification fee of $250 or more directly to the team. Fail-

ure to pay the team upon arrival could result in cancellation of the 

degree by the team. This has happened in the past or even worse 

the District Deputy has had to pay the fee and was not reimbursed 

by the local councils or Grand Knights. 

 

Any Priest or former member who has a valid membership number 

proving he has taken either the 1st, 2nd and 3rd degree need not pay 

this fee. It is suggested that the council pay the seminarian, other 

clergy (Brother of religious societies) or deacon (lay or seminarian) 

degree fund payment as they are not exempt from payment or nor-

mal dues until the deacon becomes an ordained priest (Honorary 

Life Member). 

 

The financial secretary is requested to pay from the council initia-

tion fee the $7.00 from the council exemplification fund and for-

ward the monies to the Knights of Columbus Washington State 

Secretary as soon as possible after the first degree exemplification. 

When forwarding the monies to the state secretary, please identify 

any priest, seminarians (delete) transfer, re-activation, and re-

admission or re-instated member. 

 

Each District Deputy will insure that his councils maintain a zero 

balance moneys for the exemplification fund. When contacted by 

the State Deputies Exemplification Fund Manager, action will be 

taken to insure that each council is aware of his responsibilities for 

such payment. No enforcements will be used; however, the state 

does have alternatives in such cases. Upon receipt of the 1st Degree 

of the Order and submission by the Financial Secretary to Su-

preme, each council receives a report of initiation to the First De-

gree from Supreme (Form 450-NC ).  

 

Road Shows - This program will not only give you a chance to 

openly have a town hall session but will give you an insight into 

what is being planned not only for the next 3 month but to prepare 

you for what needs to be completed to start the new year or second 

six months when the state really becomes involved in a myriad of 

tasks such as Per Capita, Membership and Insurance programs, 

Audits, Council Reviews Form 944A, State Convention Reports 

and Award submission. Pro-Life Agendas (Olympia March, Post-

ers and Essays, etc), Elections of New Officers and many other 

District and Council Programs that will be done during this next 

six month period will also need to be accomplished. All of this will 

be covered at the winter District Deputyôs Meeting and the Re-

gional meeting which will be held in January 2011.

PLANNING AND RESPONSIBILITIES

Successful degrees require advance planning and coordination. 

Successful degrees don't just happen!  The Host District Deputy 

(HDD) should contact his councils and the Co-HDDs ninety days 

prior to the degree date.  The councils are to prepare and maintain 

a list of all First Degree only members and provide the number to 

their DD for planning. Each council should schedule First Degrees 

to support the upcoming Second and Third Degrees scheduled in 

their area. Each council should have a notification team to person-

ally contact each candidate ninety days prior to the degree and in-

form them of the date and location of the degree. They should re-

mind the candidates sixty, thirty and fifteen days prior to the de-

gree. They should arrange to meet or pick up all candidates and 

escort them to the degree. Sponsors are to escort their candi-

dates.  Candidates should never attend the degree by them-

selves.  All grand knights and members are strongly encouraged to 

attend the degree, especially the sponsors of the candidates. 

 

The district deputies are authorized to conduct a First Degree in 

conjunction with the Second and Third Degree. Because of the 

time requirements to conduct all three degrees it is discouraged 

unless absolutely unavoidable. If a district deputy plans to conduct 

a First Degree in conjunction with the Second and Third Degree, 

he should contact the State Ceremonials Chairman for additional 

guidance. 

 

Second Degree membership cards need not be presented to the 

new second degree knights because the Third Degree immediately 

follows the Second Degree. The Third Degree Membership Cards, 

#154, are to be presented after the Third Degree by the council's 

Grand Knight or his representative. The Third Degree New Mem-

ber Certificate, #270, (price $0.25) should be presented at the next 

council business meeting.  

 

During the knighting, previously advanced sons, fathers and grand-

fathers may place their hand on the left shoulder of fathers, sons, 

or grandsons during the Knighting Ceremony. Those authorized to 

knight are the Supreme Knight, State Deputy, Past State Deputies, 

District Deputies, Former District Deputies, and the Conferring 

Officer. The CO will determine who will knight the candidates and 

instruct them on knighting procedures.   

 

The HDD should present the Second and Third Honoree Scrolls, 

#272 and #273, after the closing of the Third Degree. If the hon-

oree is not present at the exemplification, the HDD should arrange 

for a formal presentation. If the honoree is deceased, the HDD 

should arrange for a formal presentation of the Honoree Scroll to 

the family. 

 

An after-Degree Social will be held for the candidates and mem-

bers. Soup, sandwiches and sodas are normally served following 

the degree. 

 

The Second and Third Degree schedules are emailed to the DDs 

and the dates are published in the State directory. Further, the ex-

emplification dates are published in the monthly State bulletin for 

the next couple of months. Also, the current schedule is on the 

State Webpage.  

 

Based on the number of First Degrees conducted and the number 

knights who have received only a First Degree, Washington should 

have between 40 to 60 candidates at each of the Second and Third 

Degrees scheduled this year. Only the Grand Knights and District

Qualifications 

 

A candidate must be a Third Degree Member in good standing in his council who was initiated in the First Degree at least six months 

prior to the Fourth Degree Exemplification. Waivers may be requested for three Special Circumstances - Military, Extreme Distance, or 

Illness. (Clergy do not require a waiver.) Special Circumstance Waivers are submitted to the Vice Supreme Master for forwarding to the 

Supreme Master for approval. 

 

Exemplification Fee (cost to join) 

 

The Exemplification Fee is $70.00 per candidate, payable to the District Master. This fee covers a Fourth Degree pin and social baldric, 

the candidateôs banquet ticket, and Supremeôs assessment. It does not cover the cost of banquet tickets for the candidateôs wife or 

guests. (The banquet cost is usually about $20.00.) 

 

Attire for the Exemplification 

 

The official dress for candidates for the Fourth Degree Exemplification is a traditional black tuxedo (with black bow tie, cummerbund, 

shoes, and socks) and a plain white tuxedo shirt with a regular collar (i.e., no wing tip collar or ruffles). Members of the active duty 

military and full-time police officers and firefighters are authorized to wear their dress uniforms.  

 

Color Corps Regalia 

 

Candidates and members are not required to purchase the Color Corps regalia. The following comprise the regalia: A black chapeaux 

with a white plume, a black cape with red lining, white gloves, a service baldric, and a black-handled sword. These items can be pur-

chased in the future if you desire to join the Color Corps. (It is hoped that new members will join their assemblyôs Color Corps.) 

 

Membership Application Form 

 

Please complete sections 1, 2, and 3 of the Membership Form and provide it to your councilôs Financial Secretary or to your assemblyôs 

Faithful Comptroller for further processing, along with a $70.00 check payable to the District Master. (Banquet tickets for wives/guests 

are purchased from the host assembly.)

Supreme Knight Carl A. Anderson has sent to all State Officers, District Deputies and Grand Knights a memorandum in reference 

to Brother Andre's Canonization Initiatives. In his memorandum, he wrote that on October 17, 2010, Pope Benedict XVI will canon-

ize Brother Andre of Montreal. Brother Andre will be the first Canadian-born man raised to the dignity of the altar, and thus his canonization 

will be a special cause of joy for Knights in Canada. The importance of Brother Andre's canonization extends 

to Knights Orderwide, for indeed saints are named for the benefit of the universal Church, to give each of us 

role models in the faith no matter where we live. For the Knights of Columbus, Brother Andre is a particularly 

apt model of charity and generous service to the sick and the needy. 

 

The delegates to the 128th Supreme Convention unani- mously passed a resolution in anticipation of Brother Andre's 

canonization, and Supreme Knight Anderson an- nounced several initiatives that will be undertaken to com-

memorate this historic occasion that he asked all Knights to support: 

 

First, a special Brother Andre Membership Campaign will be conducted to honor this new saint. From October 1, 2010 

through June 30, 2011, every Knight who recruits a new member and completes the proposer section of a Form 100 will 

receive the special bronze medallion commemorating Brother Andre's canonization. 

 

Second, during the same period councils are asked to conduct all First Degree Exemplifications Honoring Brother Andre. Special membership 

certificates are available and an initial supply was enclosed with his memorandum. 

 

Third, an Orderwide Novena to Brother Andre will be conducted starting Saturday, October 9 and concluding Sunday, October 17, the day of 

his canonization. Samples of the prayer card were enclosed with his memorandum. 

 

Additional prayer cards (#9874) and degree certificates (#9875) can be ordered by the councils using a Form 1. The Form 1 must be signed by a coun-

cil officer and can be mailed or faxed to 1-800-266-6340. Degree certificates are available at no charge. Prayer cards are available in packs of 100 cards. The 

first pack ordered by a council, assembly or circle is free, and additional packs are $3.00 per pack of 100 cards to cover postage costs.

October is the third and final month of the first level of the First Degree Team Ceremonial Competition. This level is the district level 

and is conducted in August, September, and October.   

 

All councils in Washington are eligible and encouraged to participate in the First Degree Team Ceremonial Competition. If your 

council does not have a certified first degree team, your district deputy may certify it during the first level of competition.  If your coun-

cil has a certified First Degree team, however, if there are still one or two members who need to be certified, your district deputy may 

certify them in conjunction with the first level competition. The council will normally schedule this evaluation during an actual exempli-

fication. 

 

The first level is conducted during an actual exemplification in the council's regular meeting facility. An honoree should be selected for 

each degree. The honoree and all council knights are encouraged to attend the exemplification.  

 

All grand knights are encouraged to contact their district deputy and schedule an evaluation of the council's first degree team.  Remem-

ber, that under no circumstances will a 1st Level - District evaluation - be conducted after October 31. The second level competition will 

be conducted in November and December. Additional information on the second and third level competition will be published in subse-

quent state bulletins. 

 

The Grand Knight's Handbook CD was issued to all grand knights at the Summer Leadership Meeting in Pasco. Also, on the CD were 

two handbooks. The first is the First Degree Team Ceremonial Competition, revised 07/01/09. This handbook provides information on 

the participation, prerequisites, schedule, evaluation, reports, notification and recognition. Appendix A is an overview of the three lev-

els, District, Regional, and State. Appendix B is the Evaluation Form that will be used to evaluate the degree teams. The second is the 

Host and Co-Host District Deputy's Second and Third Degree Ceremonial Procedures, revised 07/01/10. 

 

'The Best of the Best' First Degree Team Ceremonial Competition travel award will look great hanging in your council's hall. Where it 

is located next year depends on you!

ñPass-Throughò Charitable Fundraising  
Contributions to councils for fraternal or social purposes, such as 

dues, are not deductible by the donor for federal income tax pur-

poses. As a general rule, all solicitations for fraternal funds must 

bear the following statement: "Contributions, gifts, etc., paid or 

given to the [name of receiving council, chapter, assembly, etc.] are 

not deductible as a charitable contribution for federal income tax 

purposes."  

 

Under IRC Section 170(c)(4), certain contributions by an individ-

ual (as opposed to a business or corporation) may be deductible, 

provided that the funds are set aside and used exclusively for chari-

table purposes. If those funds are to be used solely for charitable 

purposes, the solicitation, tickets, or advertising used in the fund-

raising do not need to be marked with the aforementioned dis-

claimer. However, if any part of the funds is used for a non-

charitable purpose, then the materials must contain the disclaimer. 

Under IRC Section 2055(a)(3), a bequest to a fraternal benefit soci-

ety from an individualôs estate may be deductible if the will directs 

its use exclusively for religious, scientific, literary, or educational 

purposes, and not for fraternal or social purposes.  

If any Knights of Columbus council or assembly utilizes the pass-

through charitable fundraising mechanism of IRC Section 170(c)(4) 

or Section 2055(a)(3), and has annual gross receipts of $25,000 or 

more, excluding the pass-through receipts, it must report total pass-

through contributions to the IRS on Schedule B, which is filed with 

its return (Forms 990, 990-EZ or 990-PF). Individual contributions 

totaling $1,000 or more also must be reported on Schedule B. The 

council or assembly must provide contributors of $250 or more 

with a written acknowledgement of contribution. (See IRS Publica-

tion 1771).  

If a council or assembly has annual gross receipts of less than 

$25,000, excluding pass-through receipts, it is required only to file 

Form 990-N, as set forth in Section II, above, unless its year-end 

assets are $1,250,000 or more. If the council or assembly has year-

end assets of $1,250,000 or more, then it must also file a Form 990 

or 990-EZ.

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His Influence Today 
 

Just about every day Catholic laymen bound in a common association gather to advance the welfare of their Church and communities. They 

meet in harbor towns of Nova Scotia, suburban New Jersey, Mexican cities and Philippine villages. Some will help families pay off huge 

medical bills or secure aid for disaster victims. Others will help finance Catholic schools or independent living for people with disabilities. 

More will organize nutrition programs for disadvantaged children or prayer services for an end to abortion. 

They are the Knights of Columbus, the legacy of Father Michael J. McGivney. Knights and their families have always held reverence for the 

animator of their lay movement. But since Father McGivney's cause for canonization began in 1997, spreading his story of holiness and 

priestly service, popular devotion to him has increased. The Basilica of the National Shrine of the Immaculate Conception in Washington, 

D.C., has added a stained-glass window depicting his image. 

Father McGivney dedicated his life to the spiritual and physical welfare of others, creating the Knights of Columbus to provide insurance for 

the protection of widows and orphans, and the spiritual benefit of its members and families. Today, a growing number of schools, medical 

centers and social service agencies named for him associate their work with his charism, and the Knights of Columbus insures the lives of 

more than 1.2 million men, women and children. 

But beyond charitable works, Father McGivney wanted each Knight's heart and mind attuned to greater love of God and his Son, both within 

the Church and within the family. That is his spiritual legacy. 

Through the Knights, Father McGivney sought to form young Catholic men into good spouses and fathers. He has become known as Apostle 

to the Young and Defender of Christian Family Life. He saw strong families as the foundation of his parish, of the Church and of society at 

large. He was convinced that the Catholic layman had a unique role in influencing society and promoting the values found in what Pope John 

Paul II has since named the Culture of Life and Civilization of Love. Father McGivney did not use the vocabulary of the 21st century, but he 

espoused the same Gospel values that Catholics affirm today. 

Increasingly, Church leaders realize that part of Father McGivney's spiritual genius is that nearly a century before the Second Vatican Council 

addressed the important role of the laity in the Church, Father McGivney built a way for laymen to make a substantial and enduring contribu-

tion to their parishes, communities and physical and spiritual security of their families. And he saw that by doing so one parish and commu-

nity at a time, Catholic families could help build a better world. 

He was a man ahead of his time. 

As the world faces difficult economic times, it is important to remember that donating money is not the only way to contribute. Squires 

are asked now more than ever to give of their time and their talent, as an individual and as a circle. Your 

service is needed by your country, your community, your neighbors and your Church. Together with the 

Knights of Columbus, let us make 2009 the Year of the Volunteer., Minn., the Columbian Squires program 

strives to provide "the spiritual, cultural, civic, social physical improvement of its members, and the develop-

ment of their leadership qualities," (section II, Article II of the Laws and Rules of the Columbian Squires). 

The Squires is an international fraternity of approximately 25,000 Catholic young men, ages 10 to 18, in over 

1,400 circles worldwide. Circles exist, or have existed, throughout the United States, Canada, Mexico, the 

Philippines, Puerto Rico, Guatemala, Panama, Cuba, the Bahamas, the Virgin Islands, Guam, and on U.S. 

military bases abroad. Local Knights of Columbus councils and assemblies sponsor Squire circles, which may be based either in a coun-

cil/assembly hall, in a parish building, a parochial, private, public or military school, or on a military installation. The Squires involves 

young men in programs to benefit the Church, the community, as well as in recreational and social activities. 

 

The Squires emblem includes a Maltese cross upon which are the letters òP.ò (physical fitness); 

òI.ò (intellectual development); òS.ò (spiritual growth and the practice of our faith); and òC" (citizenship 

and civic life). The large letters òC.ò and òS.ò intertwined with the cross respectively represent Christ and 

Squires. The òK.ò centered on the cross symbolizes the Knights of Columbus. Esto Dignus, the Squires' 

motto encircling the emblem, is Latin for òBe Worthy.ò
