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How to set up an effective game plan
for a recruitment drive

A coordinated state-wide recruitment effort is commonly known as
a Blitz! This is an all out effort meant to maximize the effective-
ness of your membership team’s efforts by canvassing an entire
local parish on one weekend and then initiate new members two
weeks later.

When the Knights of Columbus wants to maximize our recruiting
efforts we need to call for a BLITZ!

Here are the 5 Phases to conducting
a recruitment Blitz Program

Phase 1: The Preparation Phase

This phase begins with obtaining the pastor’s permission to con-
duct a Blitz at the church during a specific weekend and to get the
event advertised in the bulletin. This is also a great time to get the
priest onboard as a membership recruitment assistant. The next
portion of this phase is to order recruitment materials from the
Supreme Council Supply Department (allow4 — 5 weeks for de-
livery). Next, begin lining up members to assist with the ‘Blitz’.
Be sure to inform the insurance representatives about the dates of
the recruitment drive; they are professional salesmen and your
greatest assets.

Phase 2: The Execution Phase

Before each Mass at the chosen parish, set upinformation tables at
every door of the Church. Have plenty of prospect cards and pen-
cils on hand to distribute to each man as they enter the Church.
With the pastor’s permission, arrange for a membership recruit-
ment announcement to be made during Mass by either the priest or
the council’s grand knight. After Mass, have brother Knights on
hand to answer any questions and to collect prospect referral cards
as men leave with their families.

Phase 3: The Follow-Up Phase

Within 48 HOURS, personal contact must be made with every
prospect that you collected during the second phase. Be sure to
inform these prospects that you will be holding an informational
seminar and give them the date, location and time. Offer transpor-
tation if that is a limitation and be sure to invite the prospect’s fam-
ily so that they can see the benefits that they receive as a family
member of a Knight of Columbus.

Phase 4: The Orientation Phase

This phase begins with organization. Nobody is going to want to
join the Order if your informational session seems unplanned or
disorganized. Be sure to have plenty of recruitment brochures
about the Order and your council on hand for prospects and their
families to read. Request that your council’s chaplain start the
event with a prayer and some words about the Order and its mis-
sion. Consider showing one of the recruitment videos available
from the Supreme Council Supply Department (a nominal shipping
and handling fee is charged). A member of the council should
make the requirements for membership known to those assembled
and then offer each prospect a Form #100 to fill out before the
event’s conclusion.

Have brother Knights on hand to assist prospects in completing
these forms. Conclude the event with some light refreshments and
inform the candidates of the date of the next First Degree.

Phase 5: The First Degree

A First Degree should be scheduled no more than 2 weeks after
your informational session. Be sure to contact the candidates to
remind them of the degree date and insure they have transportation
to the location. Be sure to order degree certificates from the Su-
preme Council Supply Department, as a fitting way to recognize
your new brother Knights. Don’t let the new members leave the
degree without getting them involved and explaining the Shining
Armor Award program.
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Message from State Deputy,
John Wallace

A lot of wonderful things took place during the
last fraternal year and are continuing this year.

In my Short Noted make note of the need for 475 new members
by Dec. 31. This is the halfway point of the fraternal year. If we
meet half of our Supreme membership quota by then, Supreme
will give us $2,000 for the Christopher Fund which supports the
State PFH fund. I also made the point that now is the time to put
the pedal to the metal to achieve this.

This is the time to plan for the Oct/Nov Blitz. When the Blitzes are
done correctly they are very successful in recruiting new members
and bringing attention to the parishioners of the Knights of Colum-
bus. Work with the pastor on Sundays that you can hold the
Blitzes, and ask him to put in a plug for your council. One Blitz in
October or one in November will help meet the annual halfway
point of our membership recruitments.

If your council has never done a Blitz or only a membership drive,
I encourage you as Grand Knight to get one or two organized. You
will see great results.

This past year the Star Council was awarded to 34 councils. § of
them were double star winners. Two councils missed out because
of no Columbian form; 13 for lack of a new insurance member.
This year we expect 50 Star Councils in Washington State. One
new member each month & two for larger councils will take care
of the membership. Buying annuities for some of the new members
at $100 per member and contacting the insurance agent each month
will take care of the insurance. Filling in the Columbian Award
each month by the Program Chairman and submitting it to Su-
preme as soon as it is completed will complete the main require-
ments for Star Council.

I look forward to this happening.

Your success depends on many things, but mostly yourself. Once
you have decided to be successful, set your mind on that.

It is very
important to have this coverage because many parishes or other
entities that your council will work with will require proof of cov-
erage or additionally insured certificates before allowing your
events.

For those councils that have not responded, please contact me im-
mediately and get your payment in or to inform me if your council
has other coverage. If you cannot find the mailing with the form
and amount owed, email me for a copy.

As a reminder, checks need to be made payable to Washington
State Council and mailed to me at 1957 Marshall Ave, Richland,
WA 99354, Please don’t place your members in the embarrassing
position of being unable to conduct a parish support activity or
fundraiser because you cannot show that you have liability insur-
ance.

fully can help guide their area councils/assemblies through

this process:

If you find your council or assembly on this list, please submit
your Form 990-N before October 15th. If you find your council or
assembly on this list but have already submitted your Form 990-N,
check to be sure you received a written acceptance of your filing
from the IRS. If not, please call the IRS at 1-877-829-5500 to con-
firm that your filing was successful. (Please keep your approval/
transmittal receipts in a safe place in your council/assembly file.) If
you find your council/assembly on this list with a different EIN
than what you successfully filed with, please notify us so we can
ask the IRS to cancel out the additional EIN.

The most current Form 990/IRS compliance information is avail-
able to officers on our KofC website: www.kofc.org You can view
this information by signing in under Officers and when you get to
the Reports Online page scroll down to Support Material/Form 990
Information (click on the pdf attachment here). On page 9 of this
information packet it explains the Form 990-N Annual Electronic
Filing Requirement and the 2nd to the last paragraph explains how
councils/assemblies may lose their tax exempt status.

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District Deputy Director Message

Last year’s words for September are pretty good, so will repeat
part of that state bulletin.

Communications is the watchword

As we head into the real heart of the new year as many councils
return from summer breaks, in my viewpoint not a very good idea
as the communications has been broken for a couple of months
and very important information has been lost and will take time to
catch up on. Planning isn’t something that is done at the immediate
moment as that is why it is called planning, it is something that is
developed over a period of time and formulated into the program
or subject that you are intent on accomplishing. Take the last cou-
ple of months since the new DD’s were appointed and became part
of the state team. The worthy State Deputy worked on getting
those appointed up to date for the new year by working with the
District Deputy Director and others on the summer meeting. At the
summer meeting the information was brought forward and re-
ceived on what the state goals, training, requirements (reports) and
supreme goals were for this period.

I ask that each of the DDs grade himself in a GO or NO GO situa-
tion. GO if it was accomplished and move on to another goal, NO
GO meant that this needed to be accomplished as soon as possible
and plan to move on to another goal. Let’s look at those goals and
you as District Deputies or Grand Knights evaluate yourself with
either a GO or NO GO check mark:

Installation of Council Officers: scheduled or completed by now?
GO or NO GO

Council Semi Annual Audit: GO or NO GO

Council Record of Visit: Semi-Annual Report 944B due as of 30
June. GO or NO GO

Report of Officers Form 185: Only 11 Councils haven’t completed
this form. GO or NO GO

Report of Program Chairman Form 365: Only 18 Councils have
completed or forwarded this form. GO or NO GO

Now let us move forward as your District Deputy meeting should
already be planning for the following areas:

Blitz: Membership chairman should have written a couple of arti-
cles on this area and should already be well past the planning
stage, into the programming stage on set up, material needed, the
council membership chairman planning on church or mass presen-
tations, follow through with knowledgeable members being avail-
able to assist. Most important have plenty of Form 100’s on hand
and understand them especially the new annuity program on the
back. GO or NO GO

District First Degree’s planned: the best plan of attach here again
is communication and have a monthly First Degree scheduled and

planned on a regular basis. If you are the only council in your dis-
trict that has a First Degree team make sure it is published. Don’t
forget to inform the insurance agent of your area so he can attend
the meeting and do it in advance not at the last moment. GO or NO
GO.

Free Throws and Soccer Kits should already have been planned for
or ordered and dates scheduled for the council and district competi-
tion. The youth chairman Ken DeVos has asked for councils and
district to respond to him. I have received several districts that re-
sponded to me and I hope to him in turn so he can plan on not only
a regional and state competition for Free Throw but also Soccer as
we didn’t have one last year in the soccer area. GO or NO GO
Winter Meeting for District Deputies: this is another planning ses-
sion for the District Deputies to begin to look at the next six
months of planning and what needs to be done. Regional meeting,
state convention, Surge with Service Awards (Youth, Family,
Church, Community, Council and Pro-Life) remember Pro-Life
has been added to the requirement for Star Council Award which
includes the Columbia Award, Family of the Year, Knight of the
Year and others. GO or NO GO.

Regional Meetings: historically held every January on the East and
West side, in which the state chairman, district deputies or state
officers perform informational outlines on their program and the
next six months. The regional meetings under SD John Wallace
planning programmed have already been planned and finalization
will be at the Winter Meeting. Sometime in October you will see
an outline of where and when the Regional Meeting will be held so
you can plan for it at your November District Deputy meeting. GO
or NO GO

How do you stack up on the GO or NO GO side. 100% is great,
anything less is NO GO.

The rest of this year will be comprised of many events that coun-
cils normally take part in, such as Memorial Mass, thanksgiving
program, breakfast’s programs, Children’s Christmas Party, Coun-
cil Christmas Party, Lighting of the Créche, donations programs
for the hungry and needy, VAVS program for our veterans in hos-
pital and many more.

The journey through Washington

The Silver Rose Icon of our Lady of Guadalupe is traveling from
Canada to Monterey Mexico. The trip is sponsored and trans-
ported by the Knights of Columbus Councils throughout Canada
and the United States. Three copies of the original Icon originated
in Mexico and crossed the border into Texas in 2009. At Laredo
Texas, one icon headed to the northwest part of Canada, the second
north toward Michigan, and a third northeast through the southern
states and then to New York. The icon coming through British
Columbia into Washington has traveled across northwest Canada
and entered the United States at Blaine Washington on July 25™.
The journey of the Silver Rose is not only a tribute to Our Lady of
Guadalupe, but also expresses the Unity of our Order, and also
reaffirms the Order’s dedication to the sanctity of human life. Fol-
lowing is a summary of the journey through the State of Washing-
ton.

On Sunday, July 25™, the Silver Rose was received at the Canadian
border by State Deputy John Wallace from Michael Yeo, State
Deputy of British Columbia and Yukon. The transfer took place in
the morning at the Peace Arch in Blaine and a brief ceremony was
conducted, accompanied by a 4™ degree honor guard. The Rose
was then taken to Ferndale for a Mass at 2 pm. From July 27
until August 6, the Silver Rose spent time at Sacred Heart and As-
sumption Parishes in Bellingham. During this period, the Rose
was displayed at Masses, prayer services, and at a daylong adora-
tion service. On August 6™, the Rose was transferred to Stanwood
and to St. Cecilia Parish for display at a Mass there. On Saturday,
August 7", the Rose was taken to Federal Way and given to State
Master Karl Hadley. The next day, August 9", the Rose was given
to the State Church Chairman in Kennewick and was given to St.
Joseph Parish in Kennewick for an evening Mass on Tuesday eve-
ning, August 10", It was then taken to Holy Spirit Parish in Ken-
newick on August 12" for an evening Rosary Service. The Rose
was delivered to State Deputy John Wallace on the 13" in Lake-
wood. It was then taken to Vancouver on Saturday the 14", for a
Mass at Our Lady of Lourdes Parish that evening, and then taken
to St. Josephs Parish in Vancouver for a noon Mass on Sunday the
15" The Rose was then given to the representatives of the Oregon
Knights of Columbus by John Wallace after the Mass, for the jour-
ney through Oregon, and then to it’s final destination. There was
an honor guard of 4™ degree Knights present for the transfer cere-
mony.

A tremendous amount of credit for the Rose’s journey has to go to
the following brothers: Joe St. Hilaire, Faithful Navigator of the
San Juan Assembly in Bellingham, Dale Boudreau, District Deputy
from Bellingham, Larry Shaw, District Deputy from Camano Is-
land, Mike Mansanarez, District Deputy from Federal Way,
Ramon Mata from Council 8179 of Kennewick, Phillip Marceau,
Faithful Navigator of Mother Joseph Assembly of Vancouver,
Robert Schwarz, District Deputy from Vancouver, and of course,
State Master Karl Hadley and State Deputy John Wallace. Thank
you all who participated in this journey.

| New Canadian Saint: Novena, Exemplifi-
cations in Honor of Brother André

As a man of charity and generous service to
the sick and needy, Brother André (1845-
1937) is an apt model for all Knights of Co-
lumbus, whose first principle is charity. A
member of the Congregation of the Holy
| Cross, he founded the Oratory of St. Joseph
in Montreal, Canada, the world’s largest
shrine honoring the Patron of the Universal
Church, which draws millions of pilgrims each year.

Declared Blessed in 1982, Brother André will be canonized by
Pope Benedict XVI on Oct. 17, 2010. He will become the first Ca-
nadian-born male saint.

In honor of this historic event, Supreme Knight Carl A. Anderson
has called on Knights throughout the Order to join their Canadian
brothers in celebrating Brother André’s life and virtue. A cover
story in the September issue of Columbia, tells the story of Brother
Andre and compares his dedication to charity to that of the Order’s
founder, Father Michael J. McGivney, who also lived in the late
19th century.

At the Order’s 128th Supreme Convention Aug. 5, dele-
gates adopted a resolution in honor of Brother Andre’s canoniza-
tion. In his closing remarks, the Supreme Knight described Brother
André as “a tremendous witness and a tremendous role model, not
only for the Knights of Columbus in Canada, but for all Canadi-

The key state program that I will be promoting in the coming year
isthe A FOOD FOR F ARfdghant. EIs doday’s tough
economic climate, there is no greater need than to help those who,
day in and day out, reach out to food banks, soup kitchens, and
other community agencies to feed themselves and their families.

The “FOOD FOR FAMILIES” program is designed to encourage
each jurisdiction in the United States and in Canada to work with
local parish churches and other public entities, to collect food for
food banks or be involved in supporting local soup kitchens.
Those states and provinces that have had a significant number of
councils participate were allocated a portion of the $1 million grant
for food banks in their areas. The amount of the grant awarded by
Supreme is based upon the programs and activities that were re-
ported by local councils and on their efforts for feeding the hungry.

Our Worthy State Warden, Bob Baemmert, did a great job promot-
ing this program last year. He reported 56 councils participating,
greatly exceeding our quota of 25 percent participation (37 coun-
cils) in its first year. The immediate impact of this program from
our efforts in its inaugural year to our communities in Washington
is seen on p. 17 of last month’s bulletin. State Deputy John Wal-
lace is seen presenting a check to Archbishop Alex Brunett on
Wednesday, July 21, on behalf of the program and all the councils
who participated across the State. As a result of our efforts, the
three dioceses of Washington shared $31,000. Congratulations to
all those councils who participated in the program last year. We
look forward to your increased participation to this program in the
coming fraternal year.

Message from Vocations, RSVP, PFH

September — the start of a new school year, so it is
with our seminarians. Some men have joined the
ranks of seminarians. Others have been ordained
or chose not to pursue the path to priesthood. And
others have moved on to a different place of study.
Soon I will receive the rosters of seminarians from
the Dioceses of Spokane, Yakima, and Seattle, and
I will begin the process of lining up support for the seminarians
from the councils and assemblies. If your council has not supported
a seminarian in the past, please consider supporting one or two this
year. For those councils whose seminarian has been ordained or
dropped out, please contact me for a replacement. Remember that
for every $500 of support through the RSVP program, Supreme
refunds $100.

As your councils and assemblies put together the budgets and pro-
grams for this fraternal year, I hope you will be generous in your
support of vocations. Remember, without them, the Catholic
Church would cease to exist.

I would encourage each council that is supporting a seminarian to
"stay the course" with that seminarian until he has been ordained or
has left the program. Otherwise, we may very well find that a semi-
narian who had been supported is no longer being supported, and
the state vocations chairman must scramble frantically to find a
Council to provide the necessary funds.

Coordination with the state vocations chairman is also vital - the
chairman is the only person who knows exactly who is being sup-
ported, and how many councils are involved. Lack of coordination
had generated a situation where one seminarian had been supported
by ten councils - approximately $5000 per year — while half of the
seminarians were supported by only one council.

51 WA Knights of Columbus groups and/or Columbus Clubs that
are about to lose their tax exempt status!!!

Tax-exempt organizations that do not satisfy annual filing requirements for three consecutive years automatically lose their tax-exempt
status. The IRS is providing one-time relief for such organizations that have filing due dates on or after May 17 and before October 15,
2010. The list includes organizations for which the IRS does not have a record of a required annual filing for 2007 and 2008, and
whose 2009 return, due on or after May 17 and before October 15, 2010, has not yet been received. The list, which was generated on
June 30, 2010, includes only organizations with an annual filing requirement.

Check the attached list downloaded from the IRS website of those organizations that will lose their tax exempt status if something isn't
done my October 15!!!! T included only Knights of Columbus or others that have Columbus in the name (Columbus Club, etc...).

Please check this out to make sure your council/assembly is not on the list even if you are sure you filed.

As you know a change in 2007 required filing by every non-profit to file a 990 each year.

I have information on the state website on criteria about how to determine which 990 form to file, there are 3 versions depending on
your gross receipts.

There are instructions on the IRS website for those that have filed but are incorrectly on the list. Or if you are curious about other or-
ganizations that are on the list see:

First Degree Team Ceremonial Competition

We are entering our second month of the first level of the First Degree Team Ceremonial Competition. This level is the district level and
is conducted in August, September, and October.

Have the councils informed their district deputy that they want to participate in the competition?
Have the district deputies encouraged their councils to participate in the competition?

All councils in Washington are eligible and encouraged to participate in the First Degree Team Ceremonial Competition. If your
council does not have a certified first degree team, your district deputy may certify it during the first level of competition. If your coun-
cil has a certified First Degree team, however, there are still one or two members who need to be certified, your district deputy may cer-
tify them in conjunction with the first level competition. The council will normally schedule this evaluation during an actual exemplifi-
cation.

The first level is conducted during an actual exemplification in the council's regular meeting facility. An honoree should be selected for
each degree. The honoree and all council knights are encouraged to attend the exemplification.

All grand knights are encouraged to contact their district deputy and schedule an evaluation of the council's first degree team. Remem-
ber, that under no circumstances will a 1st Level - District evaluation - be conducted after October 31. The second level competition
will be conducted in November and December. Additional information on the second and third level competition will be published in
subsequent state bulletins.

The Grand Knight's Handbook CD was issued to all grand knights at the Summer Leadership Meeting in Pasco. Also, on the CD were
two handbooks. The first is the First Degree Team Ceremonial Competition, revised 07/01/09. This handbook provides information on
the participation, prerequisites, schedule, evaluation, reports, notification and recognition. Appendix A is an overview of the three lev-
els, District, Regional, and State. Appendix B is the Evaluation Form that will be used to evaluate the degree teams. The second is the
Host and Co-Host District Deputy's Second and Third Degree Ceremonial Procedures, revised 07/01/10.

'The Best of the Best' First Degree Team Ceremonial Competition travel award will look great hanging in your council's hall. Where it
is located next year depends on you!
