our intake goal of 900, but had 200 suspensions for a net gain of 412, slightly behind the 63.3% pace necessary to reach our net goal 

of 650.   

 

Thus, to ensure we meet our net goal, we will need to gain over 1,000 new members and also reduce our suspension rate. 

 

As I write this article (March 20, 2010) we still have only 16 councils that are membership inactive:

I challenge each of the above councils to bring in at least one new member in the next three months so that we can end the year with 

all councils membership active!  
 

Eighteen councils have net negative membership, but are working hard to move into positive territory. Although Lynnwood Council 

5816 suspended 16 members, it has recruited 14 new members and Auburn Council 3598 suspended 14 members, but has recruited 

13 new members!  Congratulations to Grand Knights Mike Deacy and Gerry Garrison for their leadership! 

 

RECRUITMENT IDEA   
 

I asked the stateôs top recruiter Jeff Schumacher for advice on bringing in new members. He suggested that councils order KofC Mem-

bership Invitation Cards (#2599) from Supremeôs Supply Department (free!). Then obtain a copy of your parish directory and mail the 

cards to 15-20 parishioners per month. Follow up with a call to make an appointment to discuss about the Knights of Columbus. If only 

a few are interested, many Form 100s will be filled out. 

  

To cut down on the cost - the back of the KOFC membership invitation card is white - simply fill out the address on the back, tape the 

card shut, and use a postcard stamp! 

  

Your priest is probably looking for a method to reach out to parishioners and encourage them to participate at the parish. The Knights of 

Columbus is the perfect organization to satisfy the need!
