(NEW HAVEN, CT)-Supreme Knight Carl A. Anderson 
today expressed "profound sadness" at the shooting 
deaths of U.S. District Court Judge John M. Roll and five 
others in Tucson on Saturday.

  WA State Session Started Jan 10. 2011 

10 Things You Need to Know  

 

On Jan 10, 2011 Washingtonôs 62nd State legislature convened for 

the first time.  Here are a few things that pro-family advocates will 

want to be aware of in the coming months. 

  

¶ 1-800-562-6000 is the number for the legislative hotline.  Put 

it into your phone.  It allows you to contact your legislators any 

time, even if you donôt know who they are. 

¶ There is nearly a $5 billion budget deficit for the upcoming 

biennium (2 year budget cycle). 

¶ This budget deficit exists even though the state will have more 

revenue in the next two years than it had in the last two years. 

¶ Washington State spends more than $7 million a year aborting 

itôs youngest citizens. 

¶ In Washington, a 14 year-old cannot go to an R rated movie, 

get a tattoo, go to a sun bed, or get hear ears pierced without her 

parentôs permission.  However, she can get an abortion without her 

parentôs awareness. 

¶ The abortion industry in Washington is attempting to pass 

legislation to severely restrict the ability of pro-life pregnancy re-

source centers to exist.   This is despite the fact that pregnancy 

resource centers receive no tax dollars and provide more than $15 

million in free services to their communities every year. 

¶ Taxpayers pay the cost of more than half of Planned Parent-

hoodôs clients through a program called ñTake Chargeò.  This 

means the majority of Planned Parenthoodôs revenues come from 

taxpayers.  

¶ Last year, Planned Parenthood received $363 million in reve-

nue from government grants and contracts nationwide.  
Between 2008 and 2010, Planned Parenthood and NA-

RAL's (National Abortion Rights Action League) political action 

committees spent $1,263,554 electing candidates in Washington 

state.  

¶ The Governorôs budget proposes to eliminate General Assis-
tance Unemployable, a program that provides funds for the men-

tally and physically handicapped, but includes funds for Take 

Charge that provides millions of dollars to Planned Parenthood 

through contraceptives purchased with tax dollars.

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District Deputy Director Message 

T he ñNext Six Monthsò is now and it is the time to be planning for those events that are going to come due in 

the March and April time frame in preparation for May 

and the State Convention. 

However, before I tell you where we are going with that, I need to 

review some very important areas that I discussed with you at the 

Winter Meeting, and I am going to ask that all District Deputies 

might like to have their Grand Knights read my articles. If nothing 

else it will reinforce the leadership that you are giving to them and 

may be a little more receptive if they understand that you are under 

the gun the same as they are. 

 

District Deputy Semi-Annual reports (Form 944ôs) are due as an 

evaluation of what the council is doing in particular areas and letôs 

supreme and the state deputy understand where problem areas are 

and what assistance we can offer in certain areas. District Deputies 

should discuss each of the areas with the Grand Knight, Trustees 

and council officers and any areas that need assistance should be 

so annotated. 

 

Audits ï Semi-annual audit (Form 1295) for 31 Dec is due no later 

than 15 Feb 2011. We have asked all councils to invite their Dis-

trict Deputy to sit in and observe the trustees as they conduct the 

audit. Any assistance needed can be offered by the District Deputy 

and each District Deputy should insure that Supreme, State Dep-

uty, the council and the District Deputy receive a copy of the audit, 

and trustees should be furnished a copy also for their personal 

files. This audit form requires the signature of at least two trustees 

and must be mailed. This form is not available to be filled out and 

emailed. Remember it must be signed by at least two trustees at the 

time of the audit. 

 

Fraternal Survey  (Form 1728) ï as each District Deputy is aware 

this is of vital interest to the legislators in the state of Washington 

as an issue and has been explained in detail to them. They in turn 

should advise you of the added importance of the submission of 

this form by all councils. 

 

The ñNext Five Monthsò are the busiest time of the year and it has 

already started. Each council has received its annual Per Capita 

due list along with the suggested donation by each council for the 

Pennies for Heaven Fund (PFH). This is usually a no brainer since 

Per Capita is not an arguable item as the rules and By-Laws of the 

Order are very specific. No need to vote ï automatic, No Pay ï No 

delegates at the State Convention. 

 

Each District Deputy should already be prepping their councils for 

what is to come as to the report required by each Grand Knight and 

District Deputy for the State Convention Handbook. The election 

of delegates for the State Convention has to be completed. Submis-

sion of these delegates is required to be in hand of the State Secre-

tary by a certain date. The next big area is the awards area which 

you will receive written instructions on how to write these for sub-

mission, who to send to and what date it is required (timeline). By 

the way, it is best to start now on all of these awards, Knight/

Family of the Year, Surge with Service area awards for each pro-

gram, Humanitarian Award and so on. Your District Deputy has a 

list of all of the awards that need to be ready to go between 1 and 

10 April. So how much time do you really have left? The State 

Convention will be here before you know it and another year is 

almost over. Almost forgot what about the council programs of 

Star, Columbian and the most important event of all Grand 

Knights, the election of new officers for the coming year. Planning 

begins almost as soon as it is over, the state convention that is. The 

current council officers should start setting up an agenda for the 

coming year for 1 July when the new Grand Knight takes over. He 

doesnôt have to accept it but it sure is nice to have something to 

start with. 

 

The old adage about a never ending cycle would have to be cor-

rectly directed toward the Knights of Columbus for those who have 

been members for 60 years or however long will tell you. It never 

ends but it may change a little in format or whatever. A few awards 

have been added and some deleted but the cycle remains the same. 

1 July a New Grand Knight and Council Officers, will require 

forms 185 and 365 to be submitted.

Pennies For Heaven  

Frequently Asked Questions 
 

The Pennies For Heaven Goal letters have 

gone out and I have been receiving questions 

regarding the program. This column will at-

tempt to answer some of the more frequently asked questions. But 

first, a correction ï the goal is based on membership as of Decem-

ber 31, 2010 ï not July 2010 as mentioned in the cover letter.  

 

What period of time does the goal cover? While the goal is based 

on December membership, it is for 2010-2011 which starts on July 

1, 2010 and ends on July 31, 2011.  Note that while the fraternal 

year ends on June 30, the PFH year is extended by 1 month.  

 

Are there any awards? Each council that meets or exceeds its goal 

will receive a 365 Certificate. In addition, four plaques will be 

awarded for Highest Dollar Amount and First, Second and Third 

Highest Percent of Goal. The awards are based on the amount re-

ceived by June 30th.  

 

Is our council required to pay the goal? No. The goal is a sugges-

tion not an assessment ï that is to say, councils are not required to 

submit a check for the goal amount. The goal amount represents ña 

penny a dayò for each active member. Many councils contribute 

more than their goal, others contribute less. The point is every 

penny counts and it all goes for a worthy cause ï the support of our 

seminarians in the three dioceses in Washington State. 

 

Where do I send the PFH check from our council? You can either 

mail your checks directly to the State Secretary, Donald McBride, 

or bring them with you to the State Convention and drop them off 

in the PFH room.

On Dec 26, 2010, I sent an email, subject Recording Serial Number of Large Print First Degree Book. In the email I provided instruc-

tions as to recording the serial number in the Large Print First Degree book all the councils in Washington received.  I further requested 

that all District Deputies send me a letter or email listing all their councils and the serial number assigned to the large print first degree 

book as soon as possible but no later than January 15, 2011.  

 

Further, I requested the District Deputies confirm that the first degree books are being properly secured. To date, less than a third of all 

District Deputies have confirmed that their councils have received the Large Print First Degree book.   

 

I have received information that some councils received the Large Print First Degree book but not the CD, while others did not receive 

the Supreme Knightôs letter nor the Supreme Director of Ceremonials memo, while other reports have indicated that many councils have 

not received the packet from Supreme which was mailed in early December.  

 

For me to contact Supreme and request the reissuing of items not received in the Large Print First Degree packet, I need accurate infor-

mation and soon. Accordingly,  I have prepared a Larger Print First Degree Book Status Report, copy attached. Also, attached is the 

summary of the Supreme Knightôs letter and the Supreme Ceremonial Directorôs memorandum for your information.  

 

Instructions on completing the form is explained in the upper portion of the report form. Also, the procedure for recording the serial 

number is in the upper portion of the report form. 

 

The Large Print First Degree Book and CD must be properly secured in a strongbox with lock and key. If the book is given to a cere-

monialist, he must sign for it and a sign-out record must be retained. 

 

Some of the reports I have been receiving indicates that the revised First Degree books, issued in December 2005, were given to the 

team members and still have not been returned and properly secured. Regret to acknowledge that some councils have lost and/or cannot 

find some of the First Degree books issued just five years ago.  

 

Request all District Deputies complete the attached Large Print First Degree Book Status report and email it to me soonest, but no later 

than February 15, 2011. With this information, will contact Supreme and request a onetime reissuing of items that were not received.

  Sir Knight Julian Silva has been a Knight since 1974; he became a Fourth Degree Knight in 2004. Julianôs life was dedi-
cated to his faith.
