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The importance of properly securing our ceremonial degree books cannot be overstated. The requirements have alwayebeen that
ceremonial degree books must be carefully guarded so that they may not fall into the hands of strangers. The FinaargiahSelctet
be the custodian of the council déds ceremonial degr eee®muodks

Prior to Supreme issuing the revised First Degree books, dated June 10, 2005, in December 2005, all District Deputiasctest@in
the proper security procedures. These included that all ceremonial degree books w&eptarbihe secure container such as a
strongbox, safe, etc., with a lock and key. Further, that all first and second degree books are not to be permaneatigassued
members. Supreme prohibits the permanent issuing of ceremonial books to team members. The team members and those who are
learning parts are to sign out for the book only long enough to memorize their part. This should be no longer than t¥fawesaks.
member requires the books longer than two weeks, he should return it and resign out for the book. The Financial Secneiatgiis
a signout form, listing the name of the knight who is signing out the book, the serial number of the book, the time arssigie dt
out and the time and date the book was returned.

book. If the council is unable to find the book, they should contact the knight who was Grand Knight in January 201 htéttee co
Supreme and they will provide me with the name and address of who was mailed the Large Print First Degree book. Even though t
book was mailed to the Grand Knight, it is NOT his degree book. He should have immediately transferred it to the Ficatenigal Se
The copying of the ceremonial books is strictly prohibited. This includes scanning the ceremonial book and saving jatsrdit=m
If copies of the ceremonial books are discovered during the physical inventory, you are to remove them and forward tfeem to me
disposition.
