Deputy Charles F. McLean announced the inauguration of the George C. Turk, PSD, FVSM, Gift of Life,
Blood Donor Honor Roll. George Turk and his wife Jean accepted this plaque on behalf of all donor Knights
and their families in Washington.

It was very important to give this plaque a deserving title. The title was based on three criteria, leadership,
dedication, and fraternalism. Leadership being the motivation of others with a desire to participate in the
program. Dedication being the uninterrupted long term commitment to the program. Fraternalism being the
brotherhood and family to which a participant will become a member. Considering these criteria, the title
became part of the design.

This Honor Roll will display the names of knights and family members who have donated 100 or more
pints of blood to acknowledge their dedication to unselfishly give of themselves to save others.

The Blood Donor Honor Roll has been inscribed in three levels. The levels will group the names of those
donors of 100, 150, and 200 pints of blood.
